Six-a-side Soccer 2019-2020

This year the Mini World Cup non-competitive six-a-side Soccer Program will be held at High St
soccer fields for any interested boys and girls in Years 1, 2, 3, 4, 5 & 6 at Primary School. The
games will be played on Thursday afternoons from 5:00pm — 6:30pm.
